MOTION: Council member Quiroga moved to instruct the Town Attorney to respond to Judge Druke  as follows: “The only pre-termination hearing with Mr. Dobbertin was the one involving the executive session on October 6, 2010.  The Town's original intent of the hearing for which you were hired was a liberty interest "name-clearing" hearing.  No other post-termination hearing has been scheduled by the Town as of this time.  
 
Having considered your comments, and without waiving judicial review of any issue or part of the proceedings, the Town agrees now that in addition to addressing the liberty interest, you make findings and recommendations on the property interest.  It is important to note that the Council has authorized you to make findings and recommendations which are to be advisory only, and that the Town Council and Town Manager have the final word. “
